New Potable Water Tanks for
Greater Magdeburg.

SN\ Built around 1900, the
CAAS Kroatenberg water re-
N servoir supplied the city
of Magdeburg, Germany, with
drinking water up into the 80's.
Modern house internal systems in
the private and industrial sectors
boosted the potable water con-
sumption ever since 1960. Along
with it, actual water pressure drop-
ped to about 3.0 bars.

Gas and Water Association) gui-
delines, 5.0 bars of water pressure

Llevated water fank Thauberg:

To make up the difference, 80
booster stations had to be built.
Besides, the drinking water quali-
ty no longer met specifications. To
do so, new construction of additio-
nal water tanks was decided on in
the early 80's, to be erected on the
Thauberg, which provided 10
meters of additional elevation.
The booster stations were gradual-
ly shut down. Drinking water
needs now are met by tapping the
Ohre River and by deep well pum-
ping (60- m depth) southwest of
